Min No. 170/08 Public Representation 
A member of the public raised the following issues:-
The proposed new development at the Old School, the condition of the open space behind St Denys Church, PACT meetings, Graffiti, height of the stiles on Mardy Footpath, Cefn Onn Park and the frontage of the Scout Hall.

Min No. 171/08 Declaration of Interests

The Clerk declared an interest in Agenda Item 9g because in a personal capacity she had recently completed a Rights of Way registration form in respect of this footpath 
Min No. 172/08 Apologies 

Apologies for absences were received from Councillors S. Anthony and D. Jones.

Min No. 173/08 Minutes

The Minutes of the meetings held on 13th October 2008 were received and signed as a true record by the Chairman. 

Min No. 174/08 Matters Arising

a) Maintenance of the Alexander Garden (Min No.158/08a refers)

    Following complaints from a member of the public the Clerk indicated she    

    would inspect the area and take the necessary action.  A budget of £100 was

    agreed to undertake the remedial work.
b) A Shared Community – Proposed Meeting with Community Councils in the
    Cardiff Area (Min No 158/08b refers)
     An invitation had recently been extended by Cardiff Council for Community Councils to attend a meeting of the Standards and Ethics Committee on 18th November 2008 for a preliminary discussion on developing a Charter between Cardiff Council and the Community Councils in the Cardiff Area.   It was agreed that Councillor Hanson and the Clerk would attend.
c) Training for the New Wales Code of Conduct – Cardiff County Council (Min No. 158/08d refers) – 
      The City and County Solicitor had recently offered to provide a further training session on the Code of Conduct.  Councillors who had already attended indicated that it was an excellent course.  The Clerk was requested to inform the City and County Solicitor that there were additional Councillors who would wish to attend the course and to establish the date and time of the follow up course.
d) Guidance for Community and Town Councils in Wales – Clean

     Neighbourhoods and Environment Act

     Councillor Prosper had scrutinised the above document to ascertain the implications for the Community Council.  The main aspects were the work Community Councils could do in respect of controlling litter, graffiti, flyposting and dog control orders.  To ascertain the true extent of the control orders there was a need to have a comprehensive list of the current by-laws that are applicable to Lisvane.  The Clerk was requested to obtain an up to date schedule of by-laws from the City and County Solicitor.

Min No. 175/08 Lisvane Community Building Project (Min No 159/08 refers) 

The Minutes of the Working Party held on 16th October 2008 were circulated for information.  A questionnaire had been circulated with the November issue of the Link seeking residents’ views on the development proposals for the Old School. 
The next meeting of the Working Party would be held in January 2009.

Min No. 176/08 Cardiff  Local Development Plan (Min No. 160/08 refers) – 

Councillor Kelly reported on two meetings he had attended on the LDP. 
Civic Society Seminar – The seminar was addressed by Stuart Williams, Strategic Planning Group Leader Cardiff County Council, Professor John Punter Professor of Urban Design at Cardiff University and Sue Essex, Planner and former Minister in the National Assembly.  Councillor Kelly indicated that there were a number of aspects where the Civic Society held similar views to Community Councils particularly the retention of the green fingers throughout the City and the need to utilize the brown field sites.  Stuart Williams on behalf of Cardiff Council confirmed that it was still the policy of the Authority to utilize brown field sites in the first instance and that the Authority would be seeking approval for 1800 new homes per year over the period of the LDP.     
Cardiff County Council Briefing Meeting – In addition to confirming the policy on developing brown field sites and the number of new houses the Authority would be seeking to provide each year, the Officers reported on the International Business Park  which is to be provided north of junction 33 of the M4 motorway.  The site would be developed on green field land which is owned by the National Assembly.  In addition to the Business Park a substantial number of houses would also be provided on the site to ensure its sustainability.  It is anticipated that the LDP will be put on deposit in April 2009 with a six week consultation period.
Min No. 177/08 Police Matters

a) Crime Statistics 

There were 5 recorded instances of reported crime in October 2008 compared with 13 in the same period last year.  

The Clerk reported concern from residents regarding the increase of large groups of youths gathering in the village on the week-ends; particularly at the Heol-y-Delyn Playing fields car park.   Cardiff County Council’s Anti Social Behaviour Case Officer for Parks is in the process of developing a new scheme called Park Watch.  It was agreed that a meeting should be arranged between County Councillor Walker, P.C. Dave Rodgers, the Anti Social Behaviour Officer and the Community Council to see if the above scheme could be organised in Lisvane.  
Min No. 178/08 Highways/Footpath

a) Sign at Ty Mawr Car Park (Min No 162/08a refers) –
The Clerk had met with the representative of SAFE to agree the location of the warning sign at the entrance to the Ty Mawr. Unfortunately the landlady of the Ty Mawr was not available to discuss the sighting of the sign and her views would be sought by the Clerk.  The plastic signs which were now being used to combat metal theft were available at a cost of £450.  It was agreed to recommend to SAFE that a plastic sign be ordered.

b)   Footpath between Mill Road and Millwood (Min No 162/08b)

The Footpaths Officer has indicated that before the registration forms can be accepted the Community Council must endeavour to identify the owner of the land and serve them with a letter indicating that the forms to register the footpath were to be submitted to the Authority.  The Footpaths Officer has recommended that an application is submitted to Land Registry to identify the owner of the land.  The Clerk had investigated and each search would cost between £35 and £75.  As within the last few weeks two footpaths have been brought to the Councils attention as not having been adopted/registered the Clerk had sought clarification on the status of other footpaths within the village and a reply was awaited.  The Community Council were of the view that as these footpaths were provided when the various estates were developed that there should be some onus on the Local Authority to assist with identifying the land owners.  The Clerk was requested to make some enquiries as to what support could be expected from Cardiff Council to resolve these issues. 
c)   Rhymney Valley and Nant Fawr River Corridors Action Plan (Min No. 162/08  

refers) – The Community Council were in support of the above action plan.
d) Blocked Gullies

     St Mellons Road – the road had been closed for three days and a faulty pipe
     outside Westhill had been replaced.  In addition a new gully had been

     installed and an existing gully had been located and cleaned. 
     Heol Hir – the person who has been allocated this work was not available for 

     the Clerk to obtain an update

     The Clerk had also reported blocked gullies in Graig Road and Mill Road at
     the junction with Millrace Close.  The Clerk was also requested to report pot 

     holes in Ty Draw Road.
e) Bridleway – Graig Road – A meeting to discuss this issue with the tenant of 
      the land was held on the 17th October 2008 and was very productive.  Chris Powell, Parks Department would now pass the matter to the Department responsible for Land Issues within the Authority who will do the necessary amendments to the tenancy agreement etc.  
f) Mini roundabout at the Junction of Mill Road and Heol-y-Delyn (Min No

162/08h refers) - The Clerk had raised the lack of consultation on the above scheme and had been advised that the scheme was part of the Traffic Management Consultation which had been extensively consulted on a few years ago.  With regard to the lighting for the scheme the Authority had indicated that the central light at the junction of Heol-y-Delyn and Mill Road would be replaced in addition to three new lights being provided.  The Officer had also indicated that the request for a ‘Halt’ sign on the road surface at the southern end of Mill Road had been the subject of a safety audit and was not deemed to be required.

The Clerk declared an interest in the next item and left the meeting while Members discussed the issue.
g)  Ridgeway – Footpath and Open Space
Prior to the meeting the Clerk had circulated a written report on the history of the above site.  

On returning to the meeting the Clerk was advised to record:-

That the Community Council supported the residents who were endeavouring to have the footpath adjacent to the Open Space registered as a Public Right of Way. That the Clerk be instructed to write to Cardiff Council, with a copy of the letter being sent to County Councillor Walker, indicating the Community Council’s concern regarding the closure of the footpath and as the residents of the estate had used the area since the development of the estate everything possible should be done to ensure the retention of the facilities. 
Min No. 179/08 Parks

a) Development of Sporting Facilities (Min No 163/08a refers)

      The Clerk reported that Lisvane Cricket Club had been invited to a Luncheon at the Lords Cricket Ground as one of the nominees for the Outstanding Service to Cricket Awards.  She was pleased to report that they had won the award which was a fitting end to a successful year of developing the club and in particular the new cricket ground.  The Community Council requested the Clerk to write to the club conveying their congratulations and thanking all the Officers of the Club for their hard work in providing and developing the sport for the village.

Lisvane Community Plan – Since circulating the final report additional amendments had been received.  It was agreed that the amendments would be made to the Community Plan with the revised document being emailed to Members.  The revised document would be considered at the next meeting.

Planning Permission for temporary signage, White Willows, Heol Hir and Springmeadows, Graig Road – The above issues had been reported to Cardiff Council and a reply was awaited.
Min No. 184/08 Reports

a) Friends of Coed-y-Felin –The minutes of the meeting held on 1st October 2008 were circulated and noted.
b) LCA OSMC – A new baby changing unit had been fitted in the Old School and a grant application had been submitted to Cardiff Council for assistance in developing a secure children’s play area at the front of the Main Hall.  Since the LCA OSMC meeting confirmation had been received from Cardiff Council that the application had been successful and that an award of £5,000 towards the cost of the project had been agreed.  
c) Environmental Working Party – The Environment Working Party meeting held on the 20th October 2008 was addressed by Mr Chris Powell, Parks Department who outlined the problems with regard to the Sudden Oak Death syndrome which was affecting Cefn Onn Park and the remedial work that was being proposed.  Work was continuing with the Definitive Map and the footpaths department had recently displayed a stand in the centre of Cardiff promoting the use of footpaths.  Improvements to the footpaths were being monitored but the main area of concern was with the temporary closure of footpath 7 & 21 whilst work was continuing on the development of Graig Goch.   County Councillor Walker would be raising the issue about the lack of consultation on the closure with Cardiff County Council.

Adopt a Footpath Scheme – The Graig Protection Society had advertised for a volunteer to administer the Adopt a Footpath Scheme.   
d) One Voice Wales Area Meeting – Notes of the meeting held on 27th October 2008 were circulated and noted.   The Clerk had also circulated Members with access details for the One Voice Wales website.
