c) Llanishen Reservoir

    The Clerk had received a copy of Mr Andrew Hill’s submission to CADW for 

     Llanishen Reservoir and Beacons Reservoir to be listed in line with the two
     Reservoirs which are already list i.e. the Cantref and Llwyn On and which together form the Great 19th Century Water System created to supply Cardiff with clean water. 

This application is made purely on the basis of the Historical and Engineering value of the site and not to frustrate the development of the site for housing. Following discussion it was agreed to support Mr Hill’s application to have Llanishen Reservoir and the Beacons Reservoir listed.
Min No. 121/08 Lisvane Community Building Project (Min No 101/08 refers) 

Draft designs of the proposed new building were circulated. The general consensus was that the drawings were excellent and the design was very complementary to the Old School.   The Chairman of the Building Working Party indicated that the production of the drawings brought to a conclusion the first phase of the assignment given to The James Partnership and the first stage payment would now be made in line with the tender documents.  The next Building Working Party meeting would be held on 16th July 2008 when final arrangements for the community consultation for the drawings would be agreed together with planning the fund raising events.  It was proposed that the Clerk should consult with Mr Geoffrey Morgan, a local resident, who was involved with fundraising for Llandaff Cathedral for advice.

The Clerk reported that representation had been received from two residents in respect of the Yellow Wells site.  This site had been inspected by the Chairman of the Graig Protection Society and the Clerk as there was a footpath adjacent.

Following discussion it was agreed to seek a clause in the planning application that any construction to be considered for the site should be the subject of a separate planning application.  The Clerk would also seek guidance from the planning department as to whether there could be restrictions on the type of tree planted and if so they should be restricted to small deciduous trees to ensure the adjacent houses did not suffer loss of light.

Min No. 129/08 Reports

a)  Friends of Coed-y-Felin – The Minutes of the Meeting held on 4th June and 2nd July 2008 were received and noted.  Councillor Jones reported that he had met with the Officer responsible for the removal of graffiti and he had given an undertaking to have the sites identified cleaned in the next few weeks.  It was reported that there was graffiti on the children’s play equipment.  The Clerk indicated shoe would report the matter.
b) M4 Widening Consultation Meeting – An article had been placed in last month’s Link informing residents that the work on the south side of the motorway commenced on 16th June 2008 and that there would be some night work.  Details of the M4 widening web site was also given to ensure residents had easy access to up to date information on the scheme. The next consultation meeting was scheduled for 18th September and is likely to be the last which we would need to attend as the work within the Lisvane Ward will have been completed.
c)  Environmental Working Party
The Clerk reported on the meeting held on 23rd June 2008. Footpath improvements are continuing and Cardiff County Council have agreed a diversion around Graig Goch.  Work is continuing on the Definitive map.
d) LCA OSMC -  The Clerk reported on the Management Committee meeting held on 10th July 2008 with particular reference to the grant application.  The Clerk had met with the Grants Officers from Cardiff County Council and an application would be submitted to provide a secure out door play area on the open green space in front of the Old School.  The funding would be sought to erect new gates on the Rudry Road entrance, construct a retaining wall along side with railings on top of the wall.  The area would be enclosed with additional railings and the two tree stumps and the holly from the hedge would be removed and the grass made good.  Planning permission would be required for the gates on the Rudry Road entrance.  The Community Council gave their approval for the application to be made and the work undertaken.
e) Cross Border Footpaths Meeting
The Clerk reported on the meeting held earlier in the day at which representatives from Cardiff, Caerphilly and Newport Borough Council were  looking to open up two or three cross border footpath routes.  The Clerk circulated plans which gave an indication as to how footpaths in the Cardiff Area could link into the Rhymney River Walk and the Lower Rhymney Walk. 

The Clerk had also received a copy of a letter sent to Councillor Walker from the local equestrians.  The issue regarding the creation of a bridleway at the top of Graig Road was raised with the Parks Department who indicated that the matter would be referred to the Estates Department with a view to start negotiations with the local tenant farmer.
