Min No. 133/08 Public Representation 
There was no public representation.

Min No. 134/08 Declaration of Interests

There were no declarations of Interests.
Min No. 135/08 Apologies 

Apologies for absence were received from Councillors Mrs. J. Stone and P. Gough. 

Min No. 136/08 Minutes

The Minutes of the meeting held on 14TH July 2008 were received and signed as a true record by the Chairman. 
Min No. 137/08 Matters Arising

a) Maintenance of the Alexander Garden (Min No.120/08a refers)

    Approval was given for the commissioning of a marker stone for the Alexander     Garden in the sum of £256.00.   Concern was expressed that the grass had   not been cut in the garden for some time.  The Clerk indicated she would contact the relevant Officer in Cardiff County Council. 
b) A Shared Community – Proposed Meeting with Community Councils in the
    Cardiff Area (Min No 120/08b refers)
    Due to diary commitments it had not been possible to hold a meeting of the

    Community Council Clerks in the Cardiff Area before the summer recess. 

    Arrangements would be made to convene a meeting as soon as possible. 
c) One Voice Wales – National Training Programme for Community and Town

   Councils in Wales.
     Councillors were requested to inform the Clerk as soon as possible if they wished to attend any of the training courses being organised by One Voice Wales.

Min No. 138/08 Lisvane Community Building Project (Min No 121/08 refers) 

The Chairman of the Building Working Party reported that the first consultation meeting for neighbours of the site was held on Sunday 7th September 2008.  The initial indications were that, whilst there were some concerns regarding some details, in general the proposed development was welcomed by those present. A further consultation meeting for the Regular Users of the Old School and Key Groups in the village was scheduled for Sunday 5th October 2008.  The Historical Society will re-run their exhibition on 11th October 2008 and will include a display of the development drawings.  Two of the adjacent neighbours to the site were unable to make either of the consultation meetings and it was agreed that the Clerk would make arrangements to show them the proposed development.  It was agreed that the James Partnership be asked to give an estimate for the build cost for the development.
The Clerk confirmed she had received the annual rental for the electricity sub-station. 

Min No. 139/08 Cardiff  Local Development Plan (Min No. 122/08 refers) – 
There were no developments to report on this issue.  It was agreed that the item would remain as a standing Agenda Item until the LDP was concluded.
Min No. 140/08 Police Matters

a) Crime Statistics 

There were 20 recorded instances of reported crime in July 2008 compared with 11 in the same period last year.  The Clerk indicated that the August figures had not yet been received.  They would be circulated as soon as they were available.
Min No. 141/08 Highways/Footpath

a) Sign at Ty Mawr Car Park (Min No 124/08a refers) –
The Clerk had written to SAFE and was awaiting a reply. 
b) Safety Issues for Horse Riders – Request for Signage (Min No 124/08b)–
     This issue would become the remit of the Cross Border Footpaths Meeting. 
c) Footpath between Mill Road and Millwood (Min No 86/08c)

The Clerk was awaiting completion of supporting evidence forms from residents and then the application would be submitted to Cardiff County Council Footpaths Officer.
d) Highway Tree outside 19  Plas-y-Delyn 
Following concern being expressed by a resident regarding the condition of the tree the Parks Department had  inspected it and confirmed that they had found it to be in a satisfactory condition.  The Parks Department had also indicated that under the normal maintenance programme the highway trees in North Cardiff will be routinely inspected during the summer of 2009 and any maintenance work considered necessary will be added to the following year’s work programme. During the inspection it was noticed that a purple plum tree outside 9 Plas-y-Delyn was almost dead and it will be felled shortly.  It is hoped that a replacement can be planted as part of next year’s programme.

e) Rhymney Valley and Nant Fawr River Corridors Action Plan

Details had been received of the above action plan which would be circulated to members for their comments.  Although there were representatives on the Steering Group from a number of voluntary bodies and Community First Groups neither of the Community Councils had been invited to participate.  The Clerk had sought clarification on this issue and the Officer had confirmed that they would be prepared to include a representative from the Community Councils.  The Clerk had also indicated an error in the report in that it was the LLanishen Reservoir which was the subject of a planning application and not Lisvane as stated in the report.  It was agreed that the Clerk should write seeking representation on the Steering Group.
f) Millwood – Concern had been expressed regarding the wall enclosing ‘The
Garth’ and whether it was safe.  It was agreed that the Clerk would contact the owners of the property to discuss the matter.
 g)  Local Access Forum – It was agreed that the LCC would host a meeting of the Local Access Forum at the Memorial Hall on 30th September 2008.

Capita Symonds on behalf of the National Assembly had issued a consultation document on ‘Guidelines for Setting Local Speed Limits in Wales’.  As the consultation period was for the month of August the Clerk had circulated the information to Councillors.  Comments received on the document were submitted with a covering letter expressing concern regarding the short consultation period which encompassed the summer holiday period. The Clerk indicated she had received a copy of the comments submitted by the Association of British Motorists which she would circulate to Councillors.
d) Value Wales – Your Guide to our Framework - Details of the above scheme had been received which enables local authorities to avail themselves of purchasing goods through a collaborative procurement scheme.  Information is available on www.buy4wales.co.uk.
e)  Town and Country Planning Act 1990 – Section 247 – The Stopping up of Highway (Millheath Drive) - An order had been received confirming the stopping up of the lay-by at the entrance to Millheath.
